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STATEMENT OF CLAIM

The Plaintiff (Cayman Islands Development Bank) is and was at all material times a
statutory corporation established pursuant to the Development Bank Law (2004
Revision) of the Cayman Islands. The Plaintiff’s address is PO Box 2576, Grand
Cayman KY1-1103, Cayman Islands.

The Defendant is an individual and his mailing address is PO Box 648, Grand Cayman
KY1-1107, Cayman Islands.

The Defendant entered into an agreement with the Plaintiff on 21 June 2011 for a loan
in the amount of CI$35,725.00 to refinance an existing loan (the “Loan Agreement”).

The terms of the Loan Agreement were, inter alia, as follows:

a. That the Defendant would repay the principal sum to the Plaintiff with interest
at a variable rate of Base plus 1.55% per annum (the “Regular Rate”) by equal
monthly instalments of CI$589.00 over a period of 78 months, commencing 17

June 2011;

b. If there is a default in payment of any instalment the balance whether in respect
of interest or principal shall bear interest at the rate of Base plus 3.55% per
annum from the date of default until the date of payment (the “Default Rate”);

and

C. The Defendant will pay all outgoings occasioned by the making of the Loan
Agreement or incidental to its operation or enforcement, including but not

limited to all administrative expenses and legal fees.

The Plaintiff advanced the loan amount of CI$35,725.00 to the Defendant in

accordance with the Loan Agreement.
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5. The Defendant defaulted on the terms of payment contained in the Loan Agreement.

6. Notwithstanding the default, the Plaintiff has continued to charge interest at the lower
Regular Rate as opposed to the higher Default Rate provided in the Loan Agreement.

7. As at the date of the commencement of these proceedings the Defendant, pursuant to
the terms of the Loan Agreement, owed the Plaintiff the sum of CI$37,228.32,
exclusive of costs for-a total of CI$37,228.32. Interest on that sum continues to accrue
at the rate of CI$7.75 per day.

8. Notwithstanding the demand for payment, the Defendant has failed or neglected to
make payment to the Plaintiff.

9. As a result of the above, the Plaintiff is entitled to the relief claimed in this proceeding.

AND THE PLAINTIFF claims:

a) CI$37,228.32, inclusive of interest, being the total sum due to 27 November 2012;

b) Pre and post judgment interest from 27 November 2012 at the variable rate of Base
plus 1.55% in accordance with the Loan Agreement;

C) Alternatively, pre and post judgment interest in accordance with the Judicature Law
(2002 Revision) and the Judgement Debt (Rates of Interest) Rules as amended from

, time to time;

d) Costs, and following the issuance of the Writ to be taxed if not agreed; and

e) Such further and other relief as this Court may deem just.

DIRECTIONS FOR ACKNOWLEDGMENT OF SERVICE
OF WRIT OF SUMMONS

1. The accompanying form of Acknowledgment of Service should be completed by an .
Attorney acting on behalf of the Defendant or by the Defendant if acting in person.

After completion it must be delivered or sent by post to the Law Courts, P.O. Box 495G,
George Town, Grand Cayman.

2. A Defendant who states in his Acknowledgment of Service that he intends to contest the
proceedings must also serve a defence on the Attorney for the Plaintiff (or on the Plaintiff
if acting in person).

If a Statement of Claim is indorsed on the Writ (i.e. the words "Statement of Claim"
appear on the top of page 2), the Defence must be served within 14 days after the time for
acknowledging service of the Writ, unless in the meantime a summons for judgment is
served on the Defendant.

If the Statement of Claim is not indorsed on the Writ, the Defence need not be served
until 14 days after a Statement of Claim has been served on the Defendant.

If the Defendant fails to serve his defence within the appropriate time, the Plaintiff may
enter judgment against him without further notice.

3. A Stay of Execution against the Defendant's goods may be applied for where the
Defendant is unable to pay the money for which any judgment is entered. If a Defendant
to an action for a debt or liquidated demand (i.e. a fixed sum) who does not intend to
contest the proceedings states, in answer to Question 3 in the Acknowledgment of
Service, that he intends to apply for a stay, execution will be stayed for 14 days after his
Acknowledgment, but he must, within that time, issue a Summons for a stay of execution,
supported by an affidavit of his means. The affidavit should state any offer which the
Defendant desires to make for payment of the money by instalments or otherwise.
