The Plaintiff is a resident of the Grand Cayman Island and was at all material times
the owner and landlord of property being Apartment #5, 12 & 14 Kensington Close,
George Town, Grand Cayman and is the mother of the Defendant.

2. The Defendant is the daughter of the Plaintiff and was at all material times a Tenant
of the Plaintiff’s aforesaid property.

3, By an oral agreement made between the parties it was a term of the agreement that in
lieu of paying rent the Tenant would contribute the sum of CI$500.00 per month to
the cost of utility services in respect of the said property.

4, It was a further term of the said agreement that the Defendant was to keep the
property properly maintained.

5. The Defendant has failed to abide by the said terms and stipulations and on the 5t
day of March 2018 the Plaintiff caused a formal Demand Letter to rectify the
situation to be written to the Defendant. The said lefter was delivered to the

Defendant on or about the 26" day of March 2018,

6. Despite receipt of the said letter the Defendant has failed to make any payments or
keep the property propetly maintained as was agreed to be between the parties and in
consequence of the said failure the Plaintiff served Notice to Quit on the Defendant
on or about the 11™ day of April 2018 requiring her to vacate the property on or

7. The Defendant has failed to comply with the said Notice to Quit and the Plaintiff now
seeks an Order for her removal from the said property.

1. The accompanying form of Acknowledgment of Service should be
completed by an Attorney acting on behalf of the Defendant or by

the Defendant if acting in person.

After completion it must be delivered or sent by post 1o the Law
Courts, P.O. Box 495G, George Town, Grand Cayman.

9. A Defendant who states in his Acknowledgment of Service that he
intends to contest the proceedings must also complete and serve the
Particulars of Defence on the Attorney for the Plaintiff (or on the
Plaintiff if acting in person) within 14 days of the time for
acknowledging receipt of the Plaint, unless in the meantime a
Summons for Judgment is served on the Defendant. The Plaintiff is
at liberty to apply for Default Judgment against the Defendant if the
Particulars of Defence are not filed and served within 14 days of the

time for acknowledging receipt of the Plaint.

3. A Stay of Execution against the Defendant’s goods may be applied
for where the Defendant is unable to pay the money for which any
judgment is entered. If a Defendant to an action for a dent or
liquidated demand (i.e. a fixed sum) who does not intend to contest
the proceedings states in answer to Question 3 in the
Acknowledgment of Service, that he intends to seek time to pay the
claim or that he intends to apply for a stay, execution will be stayed
for 14 days after his Acknowledgment, but he must, within that time,
issue a Summons for a stay of execution or seeking time to pay,
supported by an affidavit of his means. The affidavit should state any
offer which the Defendant desires to make for payment of the money

by instalments or otherwise.

Notes for Guidance

1.

Each Defendant (if there are more than one) is required to
complete an Acknowledgment of Service and return it to
the Courts. Office.

For the purpose of calculating the period of 14 days for
acknowledging service, a writ served on the Defendant
personally is treated as having been served on the day it
was delivered to him.

Where the Defendant is sued in a name different from his
own, the form must be completed by him with the addition
in paragraph 1 of the words “sued as (the name stated on
the Wnt of Summons) "

Where the Defendant is a FIRM and an attorney is not
instructed, the form must be completed by a PARTNER by
name, with the addition in paragraph 1 of the description
“Parmer in the firm of (covevenviviiiiiiiie . "
after his name.

Where the Defendant is sued as an individual TRADING

IN A NAME OTHER THAN HIS OWN, the formmustbe =

completed by him with the addition in paragraph 1 of the
description "trading as (....c.oeevveneinrrennnn.. )" after his
name.

Where the Defendant is-a LIMITED COMPANY the form
must be completed by an Attorney or by someone
authorised to act on behalf of the Company, but the
Company can take no further step in the proceedings
without an Attorney acting on its behalf.
